IGCSE Results

We are tremendously proud of the achievements of
our Grade 11 class from 2009 as they acquitted
themselves so well in the IGCSE Examinations last
year. A photograph of our top achievers appears in thi
newsletter with details of their splendid results.

In summary, of all the examinations written, 39% were
awarded A* (> 90%) or A (> 80%), 69% were awarded A*, A or B (> 70%), and
91% of the examinations recorded a score of C (> 60%) or above.

These marks are a tribute to the work ethic of the class and the new approach to
the curriculum, which is beginning to show early signs of success. Well done to
the staff who worked so long and so hard to make this success possible. Well
done to our 2010 Final Year students. Keep your heads down and continue the
good work. We look forward to some excellent results at the end of 2010.

This year's Grade 11 class write IGCSE in May/June rather than November and
we challenge them to go the extra mile to improve on these especially as they
are writing six months earlier.

AS Levels

Sadly, we have to report that the Grade 12’s of 2009 did not fare nearly as well
as their Grade 11 counterparts. Although it was a small class of 13 pupils, they
came off a relatively low IGCSE base from 2008 and 10 achieved Matriculation
passes. We are particularly pleased that 2 of the 13 - Amy Tegg and Jason Kahn
passed with full Matriculation Endorsement.

The Grade 12’s of 2010 are far better prepared for the AS Level step-up by
virtue of their IGCSE achievements, and those of 2011 will be even better
equipped by virtue of an 18 month preparation period rather than the 12 month
model.
